The 2023-24 school year was greatly affected by the unrest in the 

nation's capital of Port-au-Prince. Pastor Accilien’s school in the village 

of Maissade was blessed in previous years to receive rice and beans 

from a source in Port-au-Prince. This school year began without the 

food trucks delivering the much-needed supplies. Through the help of 

supporters, we were able to help by purchasing rice and beans from a 

neighboring city. It was very expensive and would only last for 2 

months. Miraculously, food trucks began delivering rice and beans to 

the school at just the right time. Praise God! We don’t understand how 

the food is coming, but we know our “God is able to do exceedingly, 

abundantly, above all we ask or think.”

Clinic Is Still Seeing Patients 
 
We are so grateful for MAP International in Brunswick, GA and 

Missionary Flights International in Ft. Pierce, FL. Without their help, we 

could not purchase the medicine or deliver it to Haiti. We have been 

able to send thousands of pounds of antibiotics, vitamins and other 

medicine to the clinic. The full-time nurse sees approximately 30 

patients a day.

We give praise to the Lord for the generous giving from Bridge Church in Blackshear, GA. Through their VBS in summer of 
2023, funds were raised to get a local well drilling company to put a shallow well down for the village in Maissade. Before the 
well, the community was getting their drinking water from the river that was also used by the livestock. Now, with the well, 
they can fill their containers with fresh, clean water leading to better health. Another benefit of the well is the beautiful 
gardens that have been planted, as you can see by the pictures above.
